3. Even, there is no explanation given by counsel for the petitioner,
during the course of the hearing before this Court, that how his Aadhar Card
and mobile phones were lying there in the dashboard of the car.

4, In view of the facts noticed here above, this Court does not find
any ground to grant anticipatory bail to the petitioner. Hence, present petition

stands dismissed.
