1. This Contempt Appeal arises out of an order dated 19.02.2025
passed by the learned Single Judge holding the appellant is guilty of willful
disobedience of an order passed by this Court on 05.01.2023 in RSA
No0.4275 of 1999.

2. Vide order dated 05.01.2023, this Court had modified the
orders passed by the Courts below with a direction to consider the claim of
respondent for promotion to the next higher rank from the post of Mali with
seniority maintained and appropriate order be passed within a period of
three months.

3. It transpires that for disobedience of the said order, contempt
proceedings were initiated. During the proceedings of contempt, an order
has since been passed by the appellant granting benefit of notional

promotion to the respondent on the post of Forest Guard w.e.f. 18.09.1991.
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The grievance before the learned Single Judge, in essence, was that the
benefits in terms of order dated 15.01.2025 has also not been extended.

4, Learned counsel for the appellant makes a statement before the
Court that all benefits, in terms of order dated 15.01.2025, with regard to
re-determination of pension as well as release of benefits in terms thereof,
would be worked out and extended to the respondent within a period of two
months from today. He further states that no actual benefit would be
granted to the respondent for the service period but his pension will be re-
calculated and the difference of pension along with arrears etc. would be
paid to him.

5. In view of the statement so made by the learned counsel for the
appellant, learned counsel for the respondent fairly states that he does not
intend to press the contempt petition. Liberty otherwise stands reserved to
the respondent to challenge the order dated 15.01.2025, if he is so advised.

6. The contempt appeal is accordingly dispesed of in the
aforesaid terms.

7.  All pending applications, if any, in this case are disposed of

accordingly.
