A demand draft bearing No0.184702 dated 13.05.2025
amounting to Rs.21,53,507/- has been handed over by learned counsel
for the respondent to learned counsel representing petitioner with
respect to back wages deposited in the form of FDR.

In view of the aforesaid, no cause survives in the present
petition and the same is thus, disposed of.

Rule discharged.

However, with respect to pension and pensionary benefits
the petitioner would be at liberty to raise his claim by filing
representation before the quarter concerned within a period of two
weeks from the release of payments, which shall be dealt with, as per
law, within a period of four weeks thereafter from the date of its receipt
by passing a speaking order thereupon, which shall be conveyed to the
petitioner within a period of two weeks thereafter and in case of any
delay on the part of respondent, the officer concerned would be liable to
pay cost(s) of Rs.50,000/- to the petitioner from his/her own pocket.

Pending application(s), if any, shall also stand disposed of.
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
